The
construction was delayed when she was facilitated for mine
sweeping during the construction. Launched 10/04-1941.
Acquired by Free Belgian Navy.

1942 Commanded as a corvette from 24/04 manned by the
Section Belge of the Royal Navy (Free Belgian Navy). Later
by The British Royal Navy.

1944 Lent to the Royal Norwegian Marine 20/12 to replace
the lost KNM TUNSBERG CASTLE which went on a mine
and wrecked on the Finnmark coast 12/12.

From 20/12 BUTTERCUP sailed under the Norwegian flag
with Norwegian crew.

1945 BUTTERCUP was prepared for war as an escort
vessel and operated in the Liverpool area from 15/02 until
08/05. She was ordered to Rosyth 06/05. Sail from Rosyth
13/05 with course for Oslo. BUTTERCUP was part of the
naval force that sailed into the Oslofjord 15/05 with Crown
Prince Olav and the government on board. Called
Sandefjord afterwards and was received by a cheering
crowd. BUTTERCUP escorted the German transport ship
ULANDA with 1,200 German prisoners on board who were
to be detained in the collection camp in Bugdrden in
Sandefjord. The Commander on board was Per Scott-
Hansen. Second commander at BUTTERCUP for the
occasion was Fridtjof K. Siegwarth and he was from
T@gnsberg.

1946 Purchased by the Norwegian state and renamed KNM
NORKYN 10/08 and put into the fisheries inspection.

1948 On an expedition with Captain Rolf von Krogh on



board on behalf of the Polar Institute. The Commander was
Oscar Hauge. They had courses for Svalbard. They
performed hydrographic surveys between Bjgrngya and
Svalbard.

1950 Reclassified as frigate and named F-309.

1956 Marine command was deleted 09/04 in Horten.
Purchased by A/S Thor Dahl in August for conversion to a
whale catcher at Framnas mek. Vaerksted, Sandefjord.
1957 Completely built as a whaling catcher in November
with a new propulsion machine, a SULZER type
6TD56/1957, 2,400 BHK and got the name THORIS.

Experiencing fire in the engine room New Year's Eve. It
burned in an electric switch board with great smoke
development. The factory started getting against the
catcher and the catcher was laid alongside of the factory for
repair. Assisted by an electrician, John Reinertsen, from the
factory. After a day, the factory had to move on and
THORIS was left to himself. THORIS got out a drift anchor
and with the help of an electrician from the factory one got
connected so that the catcher, after four days of hard work,
could continue the catch for the rest of the season.
