Verksteds production of catchers having
steam engines made in England.

Catched for the factory FRITHIJOF NANSEN II at South
Shetland Island.

1913 Catched for factory FRITHJOF NANSEN II the season of
1913/14.

1914 Johan Rasmussen and Alex. Lange became managers

after the death of Peder Bogen in August.



1915 The gunner, Gustav Hamerlane died 29/10, after injury
he gos after the heel of the gun hit him in the chest as the shot
went off.

1916 Catched for the shore station the season of 1916/1917.
1917 The result of the 1916/17 season was 41.700 bbls of
whale oil.

The season 1917/18 was halted on 05/10 as the transport
vessel of the company, CAPELLA I, was torpedoed. The
production until then was abt. 5.000 bbls. The rest of the
season was cancelled.

HERKULES was laid up in Montevideo, Uruguay the rest of the
season, together with the catcher SAMSON (1908). Both went
through a periodic survey during the stay, and both was put up
for sale.

1918 Season of 1918/19 the whaling station was hired out for
GBP 14.000 to The Southern Whaling and Sealing Co. Ltd, North
Shields, England.

1919 Sold to A/S Tgnsberg Hvalfangeri (Oscar Hytten),
Tgnsberg.

1920 Catched around South Orkneys the season 1920/21.
1921 The new whaling station at South Orkneys was not
completed before February/March as the supply vessel TEIE
(1919), who arrived 13/01, was late caused by a repair after a
collision last year. Total catch therefor ended on 1.250 bbls of
oil the season of 1920/21.

1922 Catched for Tgnsberg Hvalfangeri off South Orkneys.
1923 Catched for Tgnsberg Hvalfangeri off South Orkneys.
Same year sold to the Union Whaling & Fishing Co., Durban,
South Africa. Renamed SIR LIEGE.

1928 Catched for the Union Whaling at the coast of Natal,
South Africa.

1936 Still catching for Union Whaling at the coast of Natal.
Union Whaling catched from two whaling stations with 18
catchers in the season of 1936/37. Catching commenced 09/04.
1937 The season was ended 28/02.
