TARAWERA was the first British merchant vessel with electrical
lighting based on incandescent lamps.

(The name Tarawera comes from the sea, the river and the
volcano bearing the same name in Tasmania. The Tarawera
River is contaminated by the wood industry from around 1955
by Tasman Pulp and Paper Mill (owner was the Norske Skog).
The inhabitants of the area have called it for the Black Drain
since 1990 (ref Wikipedia))

1910 Hit the ground 22/02 at Aukland Rock off Port Napier. Re-
floated on her own without any major damage.

1927 Sold 19/12 to W. Borlase, Dunedin for breaking. De-
rigged. Deleted from the register of shipping.

The hull was sold to Hvalfanger-A/S Rosshavet and was towed to
Paterson's Inlet, Stewart Island, New Zealand and used as a
warehouse for the whaling fleet.

1931 Registered owners Hvalfanger-A/S Rosshavet, Sandefjord.
1933 Towed and beached 21/08 as a breakwater for the small

boat harbour at Lowry's Beach, Stewart Island.
