Denne sesongen hadde hun felgende hvalbater til
radighet: GOS I, GOS 4, GOS 6, GOS 7, GOS 8, GOS 9,
KOS 1, KOS 2, og SKUDD 6. Fangst bestyrer var A.

Andreasen. Sesongen startet 02/12 med spermfangst og



langhvalfangsten startet 08/12

1940 Sesongen ble avsluttet og hjemtur pabegynt 02/03
med kurs for Cape Town og Walvis Bay. Avgikk Walvis Bay
med kurs for Dakar. Ankom Dakar 01/04. Omdirigert til
Halifax med avgang 03/04. Ankom Halifax 19/04.

Avgikk Halifax med hvaloljelast beregnet for England
22/04 for @ ga inn i konvoi 37. Tatt ut av konvoien 27/04
og tilbakekalt til Halifax. Avgikk Halifax med kurs for New
York 18/08 for & losse. Ankom Halifax 21/08 etter endt
utlossing. Avgikk Halifax 10/10 med kurs for fangstfeltet
via Curacao og Montevideo. Avgikk Montevideo 08/11.
Fortsetter med kurs for hvalfeltet ve Syd-Georgia 10/11
for deltagelse i hvalfangsten sesongen 1940/41.

1941 Oppbragt av det tyske kaperfartgyet PINGUIN pa
feltet i Antarktis 15/01-1941 i sammen med Fl/k OLE
WEGGER og transportskipet SOLGLIMT og hvalbatene,
unntatt tre av OLE WEGGER's hvalbater som kom seg
unna. Alle skipene ble bragt til Bordeaux hvor de ankom

Videre til med kurs for Walvis Bay via
Las Palmas 01/11. Avgikk for Walvis Bay 03/11 med
ankomst Walvis Bay 18/11. Kokeriet og fem av hvalb3tene
gikk fra Walvis Bay med kurs for isen 19/11. GOS I forlot
Walvis Bay 26/11. GRIBB gikk fra Cape Town 26/11 og
GOS IX dagen etter.

1947 Resultatet av fangsten for sesongen 1946/47 ble
126.034 fat.

Det var kontrahert 2 nye fangstbater ved Kaldnes mek.
Verksted for levering i 1948, samt to for levering i 1950
dette aret.

History in English: 1901 Built as passenger and reefer ATHENIC by Harland
& Wolff Ltd, Belfast, Northern-Irland for White Star Line
(Shaw, Savill & Albion), London. Launched 17/08-1901.
1902 Delivered to her owners Oceanic Steam Navigation
Co. on 23/01-1902. Built for White Star Line and Shaw,
Savill & Albion’s New Zealand service.
She could carry about 700 passengers in 3 classes and had
a large capacity for frozen cargoes.
Went on her maiden voyage from London to Wellington,
New Zealand on 14/02.



1914 Continued on its route between England and New
Zealand during the First World War.

1917 From 1917 to 1919 she was subject to the Liner
Requisition Scheme (as HMNZT No. 11) and was used for
troop transport between New Zealand and England. Her
route was also changed to pass via the Panama Canal on
her turn. Which continued even after the war.

1927 Her last White Star tour ended in October.

1928 Purchased by Hvalfangerselskapet Antarctic A/S
(Bruun & von der Lippe), Tgnsberg in May for a price of
NOK 610.000. Converted to a floating whaling factory at
Smith's Dock Co. Ltd, Middlesbrough and renamed
PELAGOS. The contract sum was NOK 1.730.000 but
finally ended on NOK 2.627.923,79.

Whaling company «Pelagos» A/S is founded 30/06 and
registered 31/08-1928 with the purpose «whaling and/or
shipping».

Managers are Bruun and von der Lippe, Tgnsberg. The
company joins the Whaling Association.

1930 Whaling at the season 1930/31.

1931 The season of 1931/32 laid up as most of the
Norwegian whaling fleets.

The catcher fleet of the company consists of GOS I
(1927), GOS II (1928), GOS III (1928), GOS IV (1928)
0g GOS V (1923) (ex. ALLARDYCE, ex CANELIAS)
1932 The factory PELAGOS is laid up also during season
of 1932/33 according to an agreement of the so called
“Jahre-group”. The Jahre-Group consists of A/S Kosmos,
A/S Kosmos II, Hvalfangerselskapet Antarctic A/S,
Hvalfangerselskapet Pelagos A/S.

1933 PELAGOS participated in whaling in the Southern
Ocean during season 1933/34 with 6 catchers.

1934 Production result of season 1933/34 was 112.900
barrels of whale oil.

During the summer of 1934 The Norwegian Government
decided that the catch in the Southern Ocean should be
limited to the period between 01/12 and 31/03, and that
the whale should be fully utilized.

The season 1934/35 PELAGOS participated in the catch
with 7 whale catchers.

1935 The result of season 1934/35 was 129.229 barrels of



whale oil.

Left Tgnsberg for the season 1935/36 with catcher GOS I
(1927), GOS II (1928), GOS III (1928), GOS IV (1928),
GOS V (1923), GOS VI (1935) and GOS VII (1935). 316
men was hired for the season.

1936 The result of season 1935/36 was 95.995 barrels of
whale oil and 2.098 barrels of sperm oil. The season ended
07/03.

This year the Whaling Company Hvalfangerselskapet
Pelagos and four other companies left their connection to
the Whaling Association. All are from the Jahre group.
PELAGOS left Tgnsberg for the Southern Ocean and
season 1936/37 with 6 catchers.

1937 The result of season 1936/37 was 105.224 barrels of
whale oil and 2.900 barrels of sperm oil. 329 men
participated on the expedition, distributed on factory and 8
whale catchers.

PELAGOS called Cape Town, Walvis Bay and Dakar on her
way back home. Her catchers are laid up in Walvis Bay for
storing and maintenance during off season. Arrived
Tgnsberg on 12/04. Her products are discharged in
Sandefjord and Copenhagen, Denmark.

The season 1937/38 was started with 8 catchers: GOS I
(1927), GOS II (1928), GOS III (1928), GOS IV (1928),
GOS VI (1935), GOS VII (1935), GOS VIII (1936) and
GOS IX (1937)

1938 The result of season 1936/37 was 126.403 barrels of
whale oil and 5.993 barrels of sperm oil.

The season of 1938/39 PELAGOS had 8 catchers in action:
GOS I (1927), GOS II (1928), GOS III (1928), GOS VI
(1935), GOS VII (1935), GOS VIII (1936), GOS IX
(1937) and A-N V (1929). A-N V carrying British flag.
1939 In the 1938/39 season, the results were poor for
most expeditions. PELAGOS obtained only 66.281 barrels
of whale oil and 13.724 barrels of sperm oil. On her return
to Norway, she called Walvis Bay 06/04. Her catchers was
left for storing and maintenance off season and to be
ready for next season.

She left Tgnsberg on 07/10 for season 1939/40. She took
a northly course north of Shetland heading for Curacao for

storing bunkers for the coming season. Further to Walvis



Bay, South-West Africa to pick up her catchers for the
season.

Left Walvis Bay 22/11 with course fo the whaling ground
off South-Georgia. This season she had following catchers:
GOS I, GOS 4, GOS 6, GOS 7, GOS 8, GOS 9, KOS 1,
KOS 2, and SKUDD 6. Whaling manager was A.
Andreasen. The season started 02/12 with catching sperm
whales. Baleen whale season started 08/12

1940 The season was finished, and the home trip started
02/03 with course as usual for Cape Town and Walvis Bay.
Left Walvis Bay for Dakar. Arrived Dakar on 01/04.
Redirected to Halifax with departure 03/04. Arrived at
Halifax 19/04.

Left Halifax with a cargo of whale oil intended for England
22/04 to enter convoy 37. Taken out of the convoy 27/04
and recalled to Halifax. Departed Halifax with course for
New York 18/08 to unload. Arrived in Halifax 21/08 after
discharge. Departed Halifax 10/10 with courses for the
whaling ground via Curacao and Montevideo. Departed
Montevideo 08/11. Continues with course for the whaling
ground off South Georgia 10/11 for participation in the
whaling season 1940/41

1941 Captured by the German raider PINGUIN in the
Antarctic 15/01-1941 together with whaling factory OLE
WEGGER and transport ship SOLGLIMT. All brought to
Bordeaux, except three whaling catchers of the OLE
WEGGER fleet, who managed to escape. Arrived Bordeaux
20/3-1941. PELAGOS later served as supply ship for
refuelling German submarines on the Norwegian coast at
Narvik and Kirkenes.

1944 Sunk at Kirkenes 24/10-1944

1945 Refloated after the war, repaired at Kaldnaes mek.
Verksted, Tgnsberg at a cost of NOK 4.260.000. Put back
in service as whaling factory for many years to come. "The
"Jahre-group" dispersed after the war. The company Bruun
& von der Lippe separates and the ownership of PELAGOS
is handed over to Svend Foyn Bruun.

Left Tgnsberg 08/11 for the season 1945/46. Total
manning for the season was 296 men. Factory and 5
catchers started the catch on 20/12.

Her catchers were GOS I, KRILL, KREPS, STAR XXIII,



KOS 24 and GOS VI as buoy boat.

1946 From 17/01 on the catch continued with 7 catchers.
At the end of the season, the crew on the expedition
stopped work on 24/03 when they thought that the catch
should end on this date according to Norwegian law. Work
resumed on 03/04. The catch then lasted until 11/04. The
production result of the season 1945/46 was 89.319
barrels of whale oil.

In the 1946/47 season, PELAGOS had a fleet of 8 catchers
at the whaling ground. The whale catchers were GOS IX,
I, VI, VII, GRIBB (Aktieselskabet @rnen), KREPS, KRILL
and KOS XII (Hvalfangerselskapet Kosmos II A/S).
PELAGOS left Tgnsberg 21/10 with call at Kristiansand
22/10. On to the course for Walvis Bay via Las Palmas
01/11. Departed for Walvis Bay 03/11 with arrival Walvis
Bay 18/11. The factory and five of the whale catchers left
Walvis Bay with a course for the ice edge 19/11. GOS 1
left Walvis Bay 26/11. GRIBB left Cape Town 26/11 and
GOS IX the next day.

1947 The result of the catch for the season 1946/47 was
126.034 barrels.

Two new catchers had been contracted at Kaldnes mek.
Verksted for delivery in 1948, and two for delivery in 1950
this year. It is assumed that the price per boat will be 2
million per. pcs.

1948 The result of the catch in season 1947/48 was
83.704 barrels of whale oil and 11.493 barrels of sperm
oil.

PELAGOS left Norway with 11 whale boats for the
1948/49 season. The whale catchers were FALKLAND (b.
1942) (leased from the Norwegian Government),
JUBARTE (b. 1936), BALEINE (b. 1936), KOS II, GOS I
(b. 1927), GOS VI (b. 1935), GOS VII (b. 1935), GOS IX
(b. 1937), GOS X (b. 1947), GOS XI (b. 1947) and GOS
XII (b. 1948). Catch manager was F. B. Ggthesen.

1949 The total result from the 1948/49 season was
73,540 barrels of whale oil and 5,888 barrels of sperm oil.
In the 1949/50 season, PELAGOS went from Melsomvik to
the 30/10 whaling ground with courses for Las Palmas,
Walvis Bay and Cape Town before the arrival at the ground
09/12.



The whale boats for the season were FALKLAND (1942)
(leased from the Norwegian Government), JUBARTE
(1936), BALEINE (1936), GOS VI (1935), GOS VII
(1935), GOS VIII (1936), GOS IX (1937), GOS X (1947)
and GOS XII (1948). Catching of sperm whales started
09/12. Catch manager was Hj. Christensen.

1950 The result of the catch in 1949/50 was 100.327
barrels of whale oil and 2.949 barrels of sperm oil.
Departed the whaling ground 16/03 with course for Cape
Town with arrival 04/04. On to Walvis Bay with arrival
07/04. Arrived at Tgnsberg 01/05 and was overhauled at
Kaldnes mek. Workshop that summer.

In the 1950/51 season, the following boats participated in
